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Over the last twelve months two local residentsd Tahryn
Trevenen and Annie Argent in conjunction with the Lake
Grace Development Association have researched the
possibility of an All Ages Playground in Lake Grace.
This came about from having young children themselves
as well as being involved in many community groups
that involved young children and their parents and
hearing the parents comment that Lake Grace did not
have any suitable playgrounds for the local children. In
particular it was identified that the playgrounds in Lake
Grace do not cater for those children under 4 years of
age. Tahryn and Annie have researched and identified
appropriate equipment for various age groups as well as
identifying play opportunities that can be created locally
to make the playground unique to Lake Grace.

This project is not only for the benefit of local families
and children of Lake Grace, but also to attract tourists
and visitors to the town, thereby supporting local
business. (similar to the Kulin Waterslide and the
Donnybrook playground.)

One of the major concepts of the playground area and
equipment is to encapsulate the agricultural community
of Lake Grace, the produce, flora and fauna that is found
in Lake Grace

The Importance of Playgrounds

Playing outside is not just about letting of steam. It is a
vital part of childhood that helps children develop
physical strength, coordination and balance. It can also
provide opportunities for children to learn and develop:

o Social Skills - when they play with other children
they learn to communicate, share, collaborate and
empathise with others.

o Imagination and creativity - outside play is often open
-ended and children need to be creative about what
and how games are played.
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o Thinking and problem solving skills - as children
assess risks and tackle new challenges. They learn
about having a go, persistence and the success these
attributes can bring.

o Sense of self - as they master new skills and play with
other children they improve their competence and
confidence in their own physical and social abilities.

o Sense of connection - to place, to peers and to their
local community and environment.

o Self care skills - managing physical and social
challenges helps children to learn about keeping
themselves safe.

Lake Grace Recreational Grounds

The area near the pavilions is 950m with the

This site has been recently suggested after the old
Tennis court area was investigated.

o New toilets required due to uncontrolled access
issues to current toilets.

o Pre-existing fencing for main area.

o Pre-existing astroturf might be able to be re-used.

o Off the main road, easy for visitors to see.

o The RV dump area close by for visitors.

o Requires new toilets or upgrade to toilets.

o When the new tennis courts were constructed it was
the understanding of the funding body that the old
courts would be removed.

Once initial community consultation has
been completed and depending on the
outcome a design and total cost will be
sought to present to Council and the
community.

Should the project be endorsed by Council, funding
applications will be submitted to relevant and
appropriate funding bodies such as Lotterywest and
State Government funding.

The initial work has shown that the costing on the
current design is approximately $526,835 but this
does not include any earthworks, fencing etc.
