Officer, will be responsible for Council meeting
coordination, agendas, councillor support and
governance matters such as Council and Committee
minutes, maintenance of policy, delegations and gifts
registers amongst other responsibilities.

Community Services Officer, Cheryl Chappell will
continue in her role, under the supervision of the Deputy
CEO, (when appointed) continuing to provide services
to the Shire communities and those opportunities that
may arise from the upcoming review of the Strategic
Community Plan later this year.

Following the restructure, former Manager Community
Services, Lee Holben completed her term of contract on
1 July 2016. On behalf of the Shire, | wish to
acknowledge the contribution Lee made to the
improvement of community services provided by the
Shire over the past four years and wish her well with her
future endeavours.
